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LIBER is an active member of the Global Sustainability Coalition for Open Science Services (SCOSS).
SCOSS launched in late 2017 as a response to a growing concern over the security of the
infrastructure underpinning Open Science today. The intent? To ensure that key services like the
Directory of Open Access Journals (DOAJ) and SHERPA/RoMEO, services that aid the scientific and
scholarly community in the accessing and sharing of research, have the solvency to exist as well as
innovate and evolve well into the future.

In short, this is how the initiative works: SCOSS provides the framework and funding structure, vetting
potential candidates based on a defined set of criteria. The most eligible of those that pass the
vigorous evaluation are then presented to the global OA/OS community of stakeholders with an
appeal for monetary support in a crowdfunding-style approach.

To date, more than 750 thousand Euros have been pledged to help fund DOAJ and
SHERPA/ROMEQ, the first services selected in our pilot funding call. We hope you will consider to
support open access initiatives via the SCOSS community.
